The revelation of the Holy Qur’an to the Noble Prophet Muhammad (May Allah’s choicest blessings be upon him) began circa 610AD 
and ended in 632 AD.  2010/2011 marks 1400 years since the beginning of the revelation of the Holy Qur’an. 

An International Inaugural Conference was held during Ramadaan 1432 /2010 under the auspices of  The Research Centre for Islamic 
History, Art and Culture (IRCICA) (a subsidiary of the Organisation of the Islamic Conference (OIC)) to launch the project  around the 
theme “1400th  Year of the Revelation of the Holy Qur’an”. Several countries, including South Africa, attended. The National Awqaf 
Foundation of South Africa  (Awqaf SA) deems it imperative to call the Ummah particularly in Southern African countries to collabo-
rate in this e�ort.

As the Holy Qur’an is the Book of Guidance for all humankind and particularly for Muslims, it  is  highly recommended that civil 
society organisations, institutions, masjids, jamaats/ jama’ahs, schools, madressahs, universities, media, etc  commemorate this great 
event with a variety of activities that would highlight the importance of the Holy Qur’an and its messages for human civilisation.
